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Introduction of the Course
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The Book of Judges is a historical book in the Bible. It can be said to record the lowest point in the
Israelites' faith in God after entering the Promised Land. The book records what may be Israel's most
darkest, most tragic, and most brutal time. In particular, the text mentions that Israel had no king, so
everyone did as they pleased. But were they truly without a king? This theological question leads us
to the fact that the Book of Judges belongs to the Former Prophets in the Hebrew canon. Viewing
Judges solely from a historical perspective seems to overlook its prophetic elements. Therefore, this
class will analyze the book of Judges from the perspective of the Messianic prophecy®the promise
of the Seed of the Woman (Genesis 3:15).
