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In today's diverse society, can you correctly understand ethical issues and
make appropriate ethical choices? The unique feature of this course is that it uses the
multi-faceted Christian ethical thinking method of the Triune God to help believers make
choices that are both reasonable and ethical.

For example, the Bible forbids divorce ("What God has joined together, let no one
separate"), but it also allows divorce based on the argument that "it is not necessary to be
bound." This discrepancy leads believers to propose different, even conflicting, ethical choices.
Therefore, we must use appropriate ethical thinking to integrate different perspectives, thereby
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finding a "middle way" and avoiding oversimplifying ethical issues into a "black and white"
model.

The ethical issues explored in the course include:

(® Can Christians tell "necessary lies" in a business world?

(® Christians' handling of divorce and remarriage

(® Understanding and choices regarding euthanasia in an aging society

(® How to explain homosexuality and same-sex marriage laws to the next
generation in a postmodern society

(® Jesus' political views and how Christians can fulfill their social or
righteous responsibilities

(® How to cultivate moral life and establish leadership integrity, etc.
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%, ) To help students think about and resolve ethical dilemmas from multiple perspectives,
learn to distinguish between positive and negative positions in ethical tensions, their
respective advantages and theoretical basis, and make morally sound choices (e.g. What are
the facts? What are the moral responsibilities? Wherein lies the moral dilemma? What
specific moral situation exists, etc.?)
